(3) The Adjutant General,  as head of the Military Department, and the Lieutenant Governor report directly to the Governor.

(1) Both the Board of Education and Agriculture Commission consist of 16 members elected by the legislative delegations of each judicial district plus an at-large member appointed by the 
Governor and either the Superintendent of Education or Commissioner of Agriculture.
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
